It’s the ideal destination for those looking for a summer holiday with their feet in the sand, pampered by the style and hospitality of the seaward accommodation facilities and the "Lungomare delle Stelle", the avenue named after great personalities, such as Sophia Loren, Katia Ricciarelli, Andrea Bocelli, Federica Pellegrini, Alberto Sordi, Alessandro Del Piero, Mike Bongiorno and many others.

Furthermore Jesolo offers many spa and wellness centers, for those who want to dedicate some time to wellness and relaxing.
